Sgt Carl Lawson and PCSO Katie Whitehead attended in response to the Town Council’s request to discuss
the recent dispersal orders to combat anti-social behaviour. Orders implemented 26 Sept to 11" October.

Sgt Lawson explained the background about a family being targetted in Colburn together with hoax calls to the
ambulance and police services. The operational decision to implement the orders was made by Inspector
Metcalfe which allowed officers to identify youths and take positive action against them. The situation is now
under control and continues to be monitored.

Councillors asked if the police kept comparison figures with local parishes such as Scotton, Hipswell, Brough
with St Giles as Colburn regularly appeared to be the centre of reported incidents. At present, Richmondshire



does not have software to easily provide such information. Sgt Lawson would attend meetings whenever
possible and keep the Council informed on any issues. The representatives were thanked for attending and left
the meeting.

5. TO RECEIVE A REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR KEVIN FOSTER

Before leaving the meeting, Cllr Foster congratulated the police on their speedy response to the anti-social
behaviour incident

Devolution for North Yorkshire was included in the Kings Speech.

£100 million cuts will have to be made over the next 5 years in the running costs of the County Council.
Fortunately, reserves are healthy but all spending will be scrutinised.

Work on the infrastructure for the New Medical Centre is continuing and actual building work will commence
in February 2024.

The agreed £22 million new Catterick Garrison Town Centre work would also start in February 2024.
Lights on Piper Hill still not working. They were installed in the area behind the shops many years ago for
safety by RDC and should be repaired by NYC.

7. TODISCUSS FINANCIAL MATTERS

e  To approve the Section 137 grant request from Local Citizens Advice for £1000 (provided in the budget
2023-24). Letter circulated with agenda.
Councillors agreed that Citizens Advice provided an invaluable source of information and support for local
residents.
It was RESOLVED to make a grant of £1000 to Citizens Advice for the financial year 2023-24.
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To accept the quote of £248 from Veterans Woodcraft, Richmond, for a new noticeboard to be placed on
the wall of the Village Hall. Section 137 grant 2023-24. Info circulated with agenda.
It was RESOLVED to accept the quote of £248 for a new noticeboard for the Village Hall outside wall.

e  To approve the Section 137 grant request for continued grant funding 2024-25 to the Colburn Youth
Project at a higher rate of £8147 per annum (£407 increase) to cover a small pay increase for the staff
(financial information circulated with agenda).

It was RESOLVED to continue funding the Youth Project with a grant of £8147 for 2024-25 and the
figure would be itemized in the proposed Budget.

County ClIr Foster stated he would be happy to receive an application for grant funding from the Youth
Project.

e  To approve the Section 137 grant request of £1500 for 2024-25 from CRACCL, Catterick, Richmond
& Colburn libraries towards the employment of an administrator to give support to the volunteers (report
and accounts circulated with agenda.

It was RESOLVED to make a grant of £1500 to support the employment of an administrator for
2024-25 and the figure would be itemized in the proposed Budget.

e  To consider and discuss the draft Precept budget 2024-25 prepared by the Clerk (circulated with the
agenda). Final version will be presented at the meeting 18™ December for ratification and publication on
website.

Items were discussed and clarified with an additional allowance for Section 137 grant payments of £8,000
for next year in addition to the already agreed grants and increasing the Reserves by £8,000 to reach
£50,000. A provisional Precept figure of £163,000 had been proposed which is an 8.16% reduction from
last year on a Band D property, decrease of £9.75.

Councillors were pleased to be able to make a reduction in the overall Precept at this difficult financial time
for many residents.

e  To check the current pay scales for Clerk LC2 band and Deputy Clerk LC1 band against the National
Agreement and amend as required (information circulated with agenda. Closed session confidential
discussion without staff.

To approve Payment/receipt list from 16th Oct — 20th Nov (circulated at meeting).
